‘This Housing Agreement (“Agrecment”) is between the undersigned student (the “Resident”) and Drexel University (the
“University”), acting through its Office of Housing and Residence Life. It scts forth the terms and conditions by which the Resident
will live in accommedations owned or leased by the University (*University Housing”). The University agrees to provide the
Resident with facilitics, services, and a living/leaming environment at a specific cost on the terms and conditions of this Agreement
The Resident agrees to use University facilities and services in a manner appropriate to the University's purpose as a private non-
profit institution of higher education. This Agreement will be cffective on the date the Resident clectronically completes and submits
the housing application (the “Application”), to the University via their Housing and Dining account aceessible via DrexclOne portal.
A housing assignment will not be offered without the required Deposit (if applicable, as defined below). The information set forth in
the Application shall be deemed incorporated into this Agreement.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS

1. Residency and Dining Requirement: It is the mission of the University to provide a safe, clean, and comfortable living
environment that is an essential part of a student’s social and educational experience and contributes to the student’s growth as a
member of the University community and beyond. To facilitate that experience, full-time campus-based underzraduate students
(except for transfer students), must live in University Housing or University-Affiliated Housing for their first and second years. As
used in this agreement, the term “University Housing” includes University Residence Halls and Fraterity and Sorority Housing
First-Year students must live in a University Residence Hall; Second-Year (Sophomore) students must live in a University Residence
Hall, University-Affiliated Housing or Fratemity and Sorority Housing with invitation from the organization.

Drexel Campus Dining Plans are required for First-Year students living in a University Residence Hall.
